The National Association of Homebuilders notes that in
addition to reducing impact fees, more than 50 jurisdictions
across California have deferred their fees from the time
the building permit is pulled until the home is sold, which
reduces the up-front costs to builders and helps make more
projects pencil out financially.
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Funds Available for
Home Modifications

One major barrier to creating equal opportunities in
housing is the lack of accessible units for persons with
disabilities. These disabilities, whether mental or physical,
temporary or permanent, cannot only severely limit
available housing, but may also hinder one’s ability to fully
enjoy their residence. Furthermore, persons with disabilities
may not be aware of their right to make “reasonable
modifications” - changes that will improve accessibility —in
their current rental units.

The San Diego Fair Housing Council has teamed up with
Access to Independence and The Department of Housing
and Urban Development to launch ACCESSIBILITY 1000.
This program is designed to help persons with disabilities
make the modifications necessary to provide accessibility in
their homes.

Accessibility 1000 provides up to $1,000 per applicant
for reasonable modifications. Reasonable modifications
include ramps, grab bars, widening of doors, and more. Low
and moderate income households are eligible and there is
no cost to the requestor.

SD United Way Makes Grant for
Housing Chronically Homeless

As part of the 10-Year Plan to End Chronic Homelessness,
United Way of San Diego County has announced $757,244 in
funding to five area nonprofit organizations that will provide
permanent housing, recuperative units for the medically
fragile, discharge planning services, and the first regional
access center in the County. The five agencies are Alpha
Project, Catholic Charities, Crisis House, San Diego Rescue
Mission, and Townspeople.

Led by United Way, a team of community experts,
homeless providers, local government, and law enforcement
personnel have identified the provision of these housing
units as a major goal. The first units are scheduled to be
operational by mid June.

Though they represent just 14% of the homeless
population, the chronically homeless consume 50% of
available resources, including shelters, emergency medical
and law enforcement services, mental health support, and
detox facilities. By providing funding for permanent housing
and supportive services to the chronically homeless,
more resources will be available for the hundreds of “new”
homeless who have become part of our community
landscape since the economic downturn.

Council Increases CDBG-R
Funds for Affordable Housing

The San Diego City Council increased the portion of
its $4.033 million in CDBG stimulus funding in order to
make it possible to match affordable housing grants. The
allocation was submitted through a Second Substantial
Amendment to the City’s 2009 Fiscal Year Annual Action
Plan to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development.

The Council provided $1.807 million from CDBG-R
to enable projects with Prop 1C program applications
to be competitive in the state’s Infill Infrastructure and
Transit Oriented Development funding competitions. The
applications award points to developments that have
at least 10% of their requested state funds leveraged
with federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
stimulus dollars.

Adebate on the future of the Low Income Housing Tax Credit Program
was one of the highlights of the California Housing Consortium’s annual
Policy Forum. Moderator David Smith, CAS Financial Advisory Services,
tried to get debaters to ‘toe the line”. Debaters were (r to I): Evan Becker,
RED Capital Group/PNC, Michael Novogradac, Novogradac & Co., Hunter
Johnson, LINC Housing, and Catherine Rodman, Affordable Housing
Advocates. The debate centered on the effectiveness of the LIHTC versus
Below Market Interest Rate (BMIR) loans and grants.
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CCDC Adopts New Guidelines, Project List for Affordable Housing

The CCDC staff recommended and Board approved
new guidelines for affordable housing in the downtown
redevelopment area last month. They also provided a list of
project priorities to be funded through CCDC’s affordable
housing set aside.

These guidelines establish new threshold criteria by
project type, amenities, location, ownership structure
and experience. Projects must exceed the minimum FAR
requirement per PDO and the guidelines note that a project
should strive to achieve 75% or more of the maximum base
FAR. Fifteen percent of the total affordable units must be
developed as supportive housing to serve individuals with
disabilities who are homeless or at risk of homelessness
until the cumulative downtown supportive housing stock
produced reaches 500 units. (Projects in the East Village are
exempt from this requirement for the next five years given
the current concentration.) Projects must be designed to
meet LEED-NC Silver designation or its equivalent.

Among the other new guidelines are provisions for
projects outside of the Centre City and Horton Project areas
if funds are available. These must be located within % mile
of MTS bus or trolley stops on lines with direct route service
to downtown.

Specific projects/sites to be funded between 2010-2012
include Ninth & Broadway (BRIDGE), 15th & Commercial
(Fr. Joe’s), Comm 22 (BRIDGE and MAAC Project), and a
new homeless shelter. The CCDC Board also authorized
the exploration of redeveloping the Hotel Sanford and the
former Atmosphere Project site.

Changes Proposed to SD Ethics Ordinance

The Ethics Commission will be considering 2008 and 2009
changes at its regularly scheduled meeting on July 9, 2009.
(None of the changes suggested last year were ever voted on.)
Staff’s latest proposals include the following:

Amend the definition of “chairperson”to include the
head of an organization’s board of directors, even if
that person has a title other than “chairperson,’e.g.,
“board president,”and to include persons acting in a
temporary capacity, e.g., “acting Chairperson.”

Make “contribution” a defined term, and expressly
state that the term includes payments made to a
candidate’s or elected official’s professional expense
committee (i.e., legal defense fund committee).

« Provide options with regard to the definition of “gift.’
Presently, for purposes of the Lobbying Ordinance,
a“gift” does not include a ticket or invitation to an
event held for a non-profit entity.

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TCAC Revises Critical Dates, Exchange Applications Due July 9

The Tax Credit Allocation Committee (TCAC) has announced
the availability of $75 million of an anticipated $100 million in
ARRA funds for projects that currently have a 4% Tax Exempt
Bond Reservation and have been unable to secure an equity
investor or have a committed equity partner yet still have a
funding gap. This application is for 2007, 2008 and 2009 4% Tax
Exempt Bond Reservation holders, including those that have
submitted an application scheduled for approval (and ultimately

approved) at the July 8, 2009, TCAC meeting. Please refer to TCAC
Regulation Section 10323(c) for award amounts. One exception
to this rule is that projects with a pending 4% application already
determined to be complete by TCAC, and with committed HCD or
MHSA funding may apply for ARRA funds at this time.

Solar Home Grants
Available from CPUC

The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) has
allocated $108 million to the Single-family Affordable Solar
Homes (SASH) program to help qualifying low-income
homeowners install solar electric systems. SASH's goal is to
increase the number of solar homes and to reduce low-income
homeowners’ electricity bills without raising household
expenses. To qualify for SASH, homes must be in the territory
of PG&E, SCE or SDG&E; owner-occupied and subject to a deed
restriction or covenant with a public entity - ensuring that they
will continue to be available at an affordable housing cost.

CDLAC Resumes
Assessing Penalties

Over the past several months, the California Debt Limit Allo-
cation Committee (CDLAC) has entertained various requests for a
waiver of penalties. Approval of these waivers was in response to
poor market conditions and various delays in state-administered
project funding. However, CDLAC now anticipates that these
financing issues, which came unexpectedly for many earlier
projects, will be less likely to impact projects that receive future
CDLAC allocations.

As a result, the assessment of non-issuance penalties will
resume and all projects that receive an allocation award after
July 21, 2009 and fail to issue bonds will be subject to all non-
issuance penalties as described in the CDLAC Procedures.
Penalties may include a forfeiture of the performance deposit
and the assessment of negative points for two calendar years.
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Section 8 Renewal Guide Changes
Allow Budget-Based Rent Increase

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD) issued changes to the Section 8 Renewal Policy
Guide on April 17,2009, with all changes effective immedi-
ately. The issuance clarifies and amends substantive provi-
sions of the Guide as follows:

« Clarifies that owners of projects subject to a use
agreement under the Low-Income Housing Pres-
ervation and Resident Homeownership Act of
1990 (LIHPRHA) and eligible for budget-based
rent increases may include new debt service in
the project budget, pursuant to HUD’s LIHPRHA
Handbook;

- Clarifies that a mark-up-to-market increase may be
implemented as a mid-year adjustment, in accor-
dance with an eligible owner’s ability to mark-up to
market “at any time” after initial renewal;

« Clarifies that, for Option 4 renewals for exception
projects after refinancing of an FHA-insured loan
(which sets rents at the lesser of existing rents
plus Operating Cost Adjustment Factor (OCAF) or
budget): (i) current financing is used to compute the
OCAF adjustment; and (ii) old insured debt service is
used in the budget calculation;

« Revises Appendix 15-2, concerning special contract
rent increases for nonprofit owners:

« Clarifies that new rents will be effective post-rehab
after HUD has reviewed and inspected the required
capital improvements; and

+ Requires Davis-Bacon wages to be paid if a project
has nine or more units.

The clarification concerning budget-based rent
increases for LIHPRHA projects will assist in the rehabilita-
tion of many projects that may not have undergone signifi-
cant rehabilitation in connection with LIHPRHA processing.
Such rehabilitation will improve the residents’ quality of life
and extend the projects’ remaining useful lives as affordable
housing. Although HUD’s guidance is very broad, we expect
that HUD will closely review budgets with proposed new
debt service and generally require that the new financing
benefit the project.

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Protecting Tenants in Foreclosures

On May 20, provisions immediately went into effect that
protect tenants living in foreclosed buildings. (The Protecting
Tenants in Foreclosure Act is Title VIl of Public Law 111-22).

These provisions are “self-executing’, so no federal
agency (such as HUD) is responsible for making them work.
Itis up to advocates to make sure that tenants, landlords,
public housing authorities, courts, the legal community, and
others involved in the foreclosure process are aware of these
new rights for tenants.

Funds Available to Remove
Lead-Based Paint Hazards

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment is making more than $117 million available to eliminate
dangerous lead-based paint hazards from lower income
homes and protect young children from lead poisoning.

The Lead-Based Paint Hazard Control Grant Program and
Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant Programs assist
government entitites undertake comprehensive programs
to identify and control lead-based paint hazards in eligible
privately-owned rental or owner-occupied housing. The funds
are awarded competitively on an annual basis through a
selection process conducted by HUD.

Approximately $69 million is available for the Lead-
Based Paint Hazard Control Grant Program and $48 million is
available for the Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant
Program. Applicants for this funding may be state, tribal or
local governments. The deadline for applying for a grant is
July 20, 2009.

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High Housing Costs Barrier
In Spite of Federal Stimulus

Despite declining home prices, many of the jobs created
through the federal stimulus package do not pay enough
to afford a home, according to Paycheck to Paycheck: Wages
and the Cost of Housing in America. This new study compares
housing costs in more than 200 U.S. metropolitan areas with
the wages earned by workers in 60 occupations and was
released in May 2009 by the Center for Housing Policy, the
research affiliate of the National Housing Conference.

In particular, the study takes an in-depth look at housing
affordability for five construction-related occupations that
may see a boost from the stimulus package, including con-
struction managers, carpenters, equipment operators, long-
haul truck drivers and construction laborers. For all of these
occupations except construction managers, homeownership
remains unaffordable, even after the recent drop in home
prices. Construction laborers also struggle to pay rents in
three out of four markets studied, while equipment operators
and long-haul truck drivers are unable to afford rents in ap-
proximately one-fourth of the markets.

The San Diego data notes that only construction
managers could afford to purchase a median priced home
with a 10% downpayment. Those in other construction-
related occupations could not do so. Similarly, on the rental
side, these same occupations (with the exception of the
manager) could not afford more than a one-bedroom rental
in the San Diego metro area.

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Two Projects Demonstrate
Benefits of Housing First

Two new studies point to the cost and human benefits of
Housing First in efforts to reduce chronic homelessness.

The Larimer Seattle Housing First study (University of
Washington) demonstrated significant savings when the
Seattle Downtown Emergency Services Center offered chroni-
cally homeless inebriates permanent housing in a rehabili-
tated building called 1811 Eastlake where individuals were
allowed to continue to drink in their rooms. For the 75 clients
enrolled, 2/3 remained housed at one year and alcohol
intake declined by 5.1 drinks/day. It is described at

The Sadowski study (Chicago) is the first randomized
controlled trial of Housing First in a population of chroni-
cally homeless persons with chronic medical diseases.

The researchers found that after 18 months, 66% of the
Housing First patients remained housed vs. 10% of the usual
care group; there was a reduction in hospitalizations and
emergency department visits, but no improvement in actual
health status. The study is summarized at

In an editorial in the Journal of the American Medical
Association Stefan Kertesz balances the implications of these
studies, pointing out that Housing First programs will have
their greatest economic argument in clients with the most
frequent use of health and judicial services, especially those
with severe mental illness, severe alcoholism or both.

Land Value Tax Experience:
Mixed Results for Tax Reform

The land value tax, an increased tax rate on land and a
reduced tax rate on buildings and improvements, in some
cases has been abolished just as quickly as it was instituted.
A new book, Land Value Taxation: Theory, Evidence, and
Practice, edited by Lincoln Institute visiting fellows Richard
F. Dye and Richard W. England, sheds more light on this
distinctive approach to property tax reform.

As an alternative to the property tax, a land value tax
increases the tax rate on land and decreases or eliminates
the tax rate on buildings. A tax on land is often claimed to:

+ be very efficient and produces few unintended

economic costs;
increase the density of development; reduce specu-
lation in land; and

+ speed development generally.

The authors conclude that theory supports the first two
claims and indicates that a land tax will lower gain from
speculation though not eliminate it.

Land Value Taxation: Theory, Evidence, and Practice
suggests that a land value tax does not alter the timing
of development. In addition, the authors found that the
implementation and political context for the land value tax
has been challenging, often due to problems in assessment
and issues that arise concerning fairness. Go to the Lincoln
