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Developments Underway Should Receive Funds First

A group of advocates, including SDHF, have formed an ad-
hoc coalition to follow disbursements from the state’s Pooled
Money Investment Fund where bond proceeds are deposited.
According to his staff, State Treasurer Bill Lockyer intends to
sell general obligation bonds this fall. The state Department of
Housing and Community Development (HCD) will be eligible to
receive some of the proceeds to fund its Proposition 46 and 1C
awards. The PMIB Coalition is closely following the Treasurer’s
actions. At least $400 million in additional bond funds are
required to cover the HCD awards made to date. The Coalition
maintains that HCD should set aside any available funds for

projects already under construction that are expecting state
funds upon completion. This is necessary to create greater
stability in the state’s affordable housing financing and to reduce
the risk to developers and investors that completed projects will
not be able to convert.

Coalition members expect to meet with HCD Director Lynn
Jacobs in September to discuss her allocation of funds currently
available to the department from March PMIB loans and April
bond sales.

Las Palmas Opens New
Community in Barrio Logan

La Entrada Family Apartments opened in August at 1755
Logan Ave. in San Diego. The 85-unit development by Las
Palmas Foundation and Global Premier Development Inc. is
in the Barrio Logan Redevelopment Project Area. The project
features three stories including13 two-bedroom, 60 three-
bedroom, and 12 four-bedroom units, ranging from 1,100
to 1,600 square feet, built over a single-level underground
garage. Apartments serve households earning between 30
percent and 60 percent of AMI.

La Entrada is the second project of three Barrio Logan
affordable communities that Las Palmas Foundation has
completed. The three housing developments contribute to
the ongoing revitalization of Barrio Logan by creating 216
new affordable homes.

The Track 2 Multifamily Affordable Solar Housing
(MASH) application is now available and applications will
be accepted until September 30. The process is competitive
with a total of $412,000 available for solar projects that
demonstrate direct tenant benefit.

To qualify for MASH incentives, a property must have
an occupancy permit for at least two years and meet the
definition of “low-income residential housing” per Public
Utilities Code 2852. This includes the following:

«  Projects financed with Low-Income Housing Tax Credits,
Tax Exempt Mortgage Revenue Bonds, or General
Obligation Bonds.

+  Projects financed with local, state or federal loans
and grants that meet Health and Safety Code Section
50079.5 (Must have at least 20% of units rented to lower
income households and be subject to a deed restriction
or affordability covenant for at least 30 years.)

Applicants for Track 2 grants must include additional
tenant benefits in the following categories:

Direct Financial Benefit
Energy Efficiency Upgrades
Outreach and Education
Green Job Training or Creation

Water Submetering Ordinance
Proposed for City of San Diego

San Diego Housing Federation members and staff
have been working with a subcommittee convened by San
Diego City Council Member Marti Emerald to draft a water
submetering ordinance. She intends to present the proposed
ordinance to the Council’s Natural Resources Committee
in October. It would require water submetering in all new
multifamily construction. The Federation maintains that
water conservation is an important part of reducing operating
expenses and viewing a statement of water usage can be
helpful in increasing resident awareness of their household
water use. However, owners of affordable developments
should not be required to bill residents for their individual
household use. Many tenants could not afford the additional
charge and utility allowances do not always accurately reflect
the cost of utilities. More information about the proposed
submetering ordinance will be available at the Affordable
Housing Roundtable on water issues Thursday, September 3.

County Proposes Changes to
Density Bonus Ordinance

The County of San Diego’s draft Density Bonus Program,
which would amend the Zoning Ordinance to make the
County’s Density Bonus provisions consistent with state
requirements, is available for comment. The amendments
also include a local Affordable Senior Housing Program
that will allow the County to sunset Board policy I-79 and
revise the General Plan Regional Land Use Element policy
3.6. This provision provides added incentives for developing
affordable seniors apartments. Comments are due by

HCD Awards NSP Funds
To Five SD Jurisdictions

The California Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD) has awarded $92.7 million from the
federal Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP). These
funds are part of the Housing and Economic Recovery
Act of 2008. Ninety-six California communities will be
receive funds toward rejuvenating neighborhoods and
communities that are hardest hit by the foreclosure crisis.

San Diego region recipients include:

City of Escondido $1,309,830
City of Oceanside $1,422,487
Cities of Vista/San Marcos $1,289,044
County of San Diego* $2,195,828

*Roll up funds for jurisdictional allocations within the County that did not apply for
funds directly. The funds for those jurisdictions will be administered by the County.

NSP provides funds to state and local governments to
purchase abandoned and foreclosed homes and residential
property. This money provides localities funding needed
to renovate and rehabilitate those homes, eliminate blight
and reinvigorate and stabilize the affected neighborhoods.
The funds can be used for five activities:

«  Purchase and rehabilitate homes to sell, rent or
redevelop

«  Create land banks for homes that have been foreclosed
upon

«  Demolish blighted structures

«  Redevelop demolished or vacant properties

«  Establish financing mechanisms for purchase and
redevelopment of foreclosed upon homes and
residential properties.
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Affordable Housing Program
Scoring Guidelines Changed

The Federal Home Loan Bank of San Francisco
has revised their Affordable Housing Program (AHP)
Implementation Plan. The following changes to the Scoring
Guidelines are effective immediately:

«  Promotion of Empowerment: Decreases the points
available under the Promotion of Empowerment
scoring criterion, from 15 to 10. Rather than supplying
answers to a list of questions, applicants may commit to
provide two out of eight empowerment features. Each
feature will be worth 5 points, with no partial credit
possible.

+ Project Readiness: Increases the points available
under the Project Readiness scoring criterion, from 7 to
10; adjusts the allocation of points; and gives credit to
projects without building permits if they can provide
permit ready letters.

«  Community Stability: Increases the points available
under the Community Stability scoring criterion, from
13 to 15, by adding a question for projects featuring
foreclosure recovery strategies.

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Housing CA Issues Report On Prop 1C Implementation

A report released in August by Housing California
shows that Proposition 1C — the Housing and Emergency
Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2006 — is building affordable
homes for those in need, as promised by its proponents.

With a grant from the Ford Foundation, Housing
California evaluated two new programs funded by Prop.
1C — the Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) Housing
Program and the Infill Infrastructure Grant (IIG) Program.

Housing California evaluated the first-round of funding
awarded in 2008 by the California Department of Housing
and Community Development. The report analyzes the
affordability levels of the awarded projects, identifies the
key factors that differentiated winning applications from
those that did not receive funding, and examines how the
number and affordability of homes built would change
under different scoring criteria. The report was funded in
part by the Ford Foundation.

From 59 Round One applications, 16 Transit-Oriented
Development (TOD) Housing awards totaling $145 million
were announced by HCD. Seven projects in the San
Francisco Bay Area received awards, five in Los Angeles, two
in San Diego, and one in Sacramento.

Of the 16:

« All are located near heavy or light rail, along with
nearby amenities.
Eleven of the 16 are mixed-use projects. The remaining five
are residential in Oakland, Los Angeles, and San Diego.
Nine are mixed income.
One is for rehabilitation of a former single-room occupancy
(SRO) hotel into affordable and market-rate lofts. All others
are for new construction.

« Allinclude residential parking.

Alternate scoring scenarios showed that:
Doubling the affordability points would have resulted
in the greatest number of homes and affordable homes
overall, and the greatest number of homes both for those
with extremely low incomes (at or below 30% AMI) and
those with moderate incomes (at or below 120% of AMI).

« Creating more tiering in the points awarded for project size
would have resulted in the greatest number of rental homes
for those with very-low and low incomes, and the greatest
number of bedrooms supplied in affordable homes.

From 124 Round One applications, 46 Infill
Infrastructure Grant (IlG) awards totaling $340 million were
awarded by HCD: 13 to “Qualified Infill Areas” (QlAs) for a
total of $241 million, and 33 to “Qualified Infill Projects”
(QIPs) for a total of $99 million.

Alternate scoring scenarios were not possible due to a
lack of detailed Round One scoring information. QIPs (which
received 29% of the total grant funds) will produce fewer
market-rate homes than QlAs; however, QIPs will produce 310
more affordable homes, 34% of all bedrooms, and 56% of all
affordable bedrooms.

These results led Housing CA’s Advisory Committee to
recommend allocating a greater share of IIG funds to QIPs
in Round Two, especially given the economic downturn and

likelihood of greater readiness among developers of specific
infill projects vs. developers of large-scale infill areas.

Housing CA hopes to have more detailed scoring
information from Round Two than was available in Round
One so they can assess the effects of alternate scoring criteria
on the IIG Program. Round Two awards were made this
summer.

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Funding Deadline Extended For Homeless Youth Housing

On August 5, 2009, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger
signed Assembly Bill (AB) 767 which extends the date by
which the California Housing and Community Development
(HCD) Multifamily Housing Program (MHP) Homeless
Youth funds can be encumbered. Originally, Proposition
1C set aside $50 million for the MHP Homeless Youth
Program for a period of 30 months which was set to end
on July 31,2009. Any funds not encumbered within these
30 months were to revert to the MHP General fund. The
passage of AB 767 extends the period by which funds
must be encumbered by two years. Any funds that are not
encumbered under the Homeless Youth program by July
31,2011 will revert to the MHP General program unless

HCD determines that funds should revert sooner due to
diminished demand.

The MHP Homeless Youth funds provide an opportunity
for developers in San Diego who are interested in
developing permanent supportive housing for young
adults aged 18 - 24. According to HCD estimates there is
approximately $24 million remaining in this program. It
is uncertain at this time when HCD will issue a Notice of
Funding Availability (NOFA) for these funds. If you have
questions about the Homeless Youth Program or supportive
housing, contact Tricia Tasto Levien, Program Manager,
Corporation for Supportive Housing, at (619) 232-1982.

Cap-and-Dividend Climate Policy Benefits Low Income Households

The impacts of a climate bill that would place a cap
on carbon emissions will vary across states and income
brackets, according to a new study released by the Political
Economy Research Institute (PERI) and Economics for Equity
and the Environment Network (E3).

In this report, the authors estimate how family budgets
would be affected by the increase in the price of fossil fuels
expected to result from a cap on carbon emissions. They
then estimate what would happen if, instead of being given
away to firms under a“cap-and-trade” scenario, all carbon
permits were auctioned and 80% of the revenue from these
auctions were returned to the American public in the form
of equal dividends. The authors find that in every state, low
income households would see a net benefit from this type
of “cap-and-dividend” system.

A cap-and-dividend system differs from a cap-and-trade
system in how the permits are distributed. In cap-and-
trade, all of the permits would be given away for free to
corporations. The corporations that got more permits than
they needed would then sell their extra permits to firms
that got fewer than they wanted. In a cap-and-dividend
system, however, 100% of the carbon permits would be
sold at auction, making trading unnecessary. The revenues
from these auctions would then be returned to the public
as equal payments per person. President Obama made
the case for 100% of permits to be auctioned in his FY10
budget proposal.

Livable Comumunities Bill Introduced in Congress

Senator Chris Dodd (D-CT) has introduced S. 1619, The
Liviable Communitities Act of 2009. It would help towns and
regions across the country plan and implement developt
projects integrating community needs for transportation,
housing, land use, and economic development. The bill has
been referred to the Senate Committee on Committee on
Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs.

The Living Communities Act would:

1. Create competitive planning grants that towns and
regions can use to create comprehensive long-term
plans that integrate transportation, housing, land use,
and economic development.

2. Create challenge grants that towns and regions can
use to implement these long-term plans through
investments in public transportation, affordable
housing, complete streets, transit-oriented
development, and brownfield redevelopment.

3. Establish a federal Office of Sustainable Housing and
Communities at the Department of Housing and Urban
Development to administer and oversee the Livable
Communities grant programs;

4. Establish a federal Interagency Council on Sustainable
Communities that will include representatives from
the Department of Housing and Urban Development,
the Department of Transportation, the Environmental
Protection Agency, and other federal agencies to
coordinate federal sustainable development policies.

The essential aspect of this proposed legislation is the
recognition of the relationship between housing, transportation,
land use, economic development, and the environment.
Continued compartmentalization of these issues will only
ensure the continued lack of direction and vision when it comes
to planning neighborhoods, towns, and regions, according to
Sen.Dodd. He has been a longtime advocate of the East Coast’s
Tri-City Corridor that seeks to create new transit villages, reduce
cars on the road, and revitalize the regional economy.
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Administration Shifts National Housing Policy

The Obama administration, in a major shift on housing
policy, is abandoning George W. Bush’s vision of creating
an “ownership society” and instead plans to pump $4.25
billion of economic stimulus money into creating tens of
thousands of federally subsidized rental units in American
cities, according to the Boston Globe (August 16, 2009).

The Globe reports that the plan is to construct low-
rise rental apartment buildings and town houses, as well
as purchase foreclosed homes that can be refurbished
and rented to low- and moderate-income families at
affordable rates.

Analysts say the approach takes a wrecking ball to Bush’s
heavy emphasis on encouraging homeownership as a way
to create national wealth and provide upward mobility
for low- and working-class families, especially minorities.
Housing and Urban Development Secretary Shaun
Donovan’s recalibration of federal housing policy, the article

said, shows that the Obama White House has acknowledged
that not everyone can or should own a home.

The $4.25 billion set aside for the creation of rental
housing will come from $14 billion that HUD has received
from the federal economic stimulus package. Another
$4 billion of the money will be used to fix up the nation’s
existing public housing stock of 1.2 million units. The funds
for new units will be available under competitive grants.

Carol Galante, HUD's assistant secretary for multifamily
housing, told Globe reporter Joseph Williams that HUD
will still be in the business of helping people buy homes
using existing lending subsidies. The difference from the
Bush administration, she said, is “we’re trying to have a
balanced policy. We're not trying to say homeownership
isn't important, because it is. But we have to be sure we're
helping people get into homes that are sustainable
for them”

EcoDensity Is New Vancouver Mantra

Vancouverites may think they have plenty of density
thanks to the doubling of downtown’s population from
40,000 since Expo 86 to more than 80,000 today. But more
than half of Vancouver’s population lives in the low-density
outer suburbs that make up about 70 per cent of the city’s
land area. And just eight per cent of the city’s total land
base is taken up with multi-family housing, including
highrise towers, apartment buildings and low-rise condos.

Vancouver’s Granville on-line newsletter says this is
simply not sustainable. That’s where the City of Vancouver’s
EcoDensity initiative introduced in June comes in.
EcoDensity addresses three challenges according to
Granville: reduce Vancouver’s environmental impact,
maintain livability, and create more affordable housing.

EcoDensity is not only a strategy to find room for
the ever-growing population; it's a way of reducing the
ecological footprint by using the finite land base more
efficiently. It doesn't just propose more housing, but more
types of housing in closer proximity to jobs, shops and
transit, and more ways of owning a home.

A menu of housing types that Vancouver could
encourage through EcoDensity—many of which aren’t
currently permitted by the city’s zoning and subdivision
bylaws—might include such options as leasehold row

housing, galleria housing, or narrow-lot semi-detached
houses. They could also have many more dwelling units
above (or instead of) garages, and secondary or multiple
suites within a single main house.

None of these house types involve highrise towers.
Most of the world’s most dense cities, such as Paris, Berlin
and Barcelona, are not dominated by highrises, but by
six-to-eight-story buildings. However, to make them
possible the city would have to amend its parking, zoning
and subdivision regulations. EcoDensity isn't just about
adding more density. It's about adding density in a way that
maintains the quality of life, is ecologically sensitive, and
also helps provide the services and amenities the growing
city needs.

In fact, none of the city’s EcoDensity Priority Action
Items involve condo development or rezoning, two of the
thorniest density-related issues. Instead, the city is focusing
on various types of secondary suites, coining terms such
as “gentle density” (row houses), “hidden density” (laneway
housing) and “invisible density” (suites within suites) to
refer to housing that’s designed to blend in with existing
neighborhoods.

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Affordable Housing Key to
Ending Family Homelessness

A recent review of existing research on family homeless-
ness has affirmed that the primary cause for most homelessness
among families is the inability to find housing they can afford.
As such, for the vast majority of unsheltered American families,
homelessness can be alleviated through rental subsidies.

The review of existing research was commissioned by
Enterprise Community Partners (Enterprise) and the National
Alliance to End Homelessness (the Alliance). Conducted by
leading homelessness expert and researcher Marybeth Shinn
of Vanderbilt University, the brief - Ending Homelessness for
Families: The Evidence for Affordable Housing - affirms what
advocates had long been touting: access to affordable housing
is the solution to homelessness.

The paper reviews research showing that homeless families
are far more similar to other poor families than to homeless
adults without families, but they do not have the resources to
secure housing. It examines patterns of shelter use and returns
to stable housing and shows that housing that families can
afford is sufficient to end homelessness — or to prevent it - for
most families.

Extensive research demonstrates that housing subsidies
solve homelessness for the majority of families. In some
jurisdictions, programs have succeeded in re-housing families
even without ongoing subsidies. Supportive housing is only
needed to help a small proportion of families with greater
needs. Although most families do not need supportive housing
and can attain stable housing with subsidies alone, they often
have other needs that make them a good match for affordable
housing with less intensive resident services.
